The Anchorage roadside infestations are a priority for management to prevent spread of this weed into neighboring areas. Treatment with herbicides has been determined to be the most effective way to control the thistle, which has a persistent seedbank and an extensive root system that is difficult to control throughother means alone. GEOLOGIC METHANE is seeping through the edges of thawing permafrost and receding glaciers in Alaska and Greenland, according to a study by UAF researcher KATEY WALTER ANTHONY which, for the first time, documents the widespread occurrence of these terrestrial sources of geologic methane seepage in the Arctic. In the past, researchers have found that, as permafrost thaws, previously frozen organic matter like dead plants or animals decays and releases methane. Now they are saying that as permafrost thaws and glaciers retreat it is going to let something out that has had a lid on it. In the Arctic, that lid made up of glaciers, permafrost and ice sheets, which are thought to keep geologic sources of methane such as coal beds and natural gas deposits from venting into the atmosphere. However, as permafrost thaws and glaciers retreat, this cap can develop leaks, allowing the methane to escape. The majority of the seeps were in the continuous permafrost zone in northern Alaska and in Southcentral Alaska, where glaciers were receding. Walter Anthony said that according to the data from this study, geologic methane seeps in Alaska’s terrestrial environment may contribute about 250,000 metric tons of methane to the atmosphere each year. In comparison, she Anthony estimates that organic decay in Alaska’s lake bottoms contributes about three times that amount. However, she noted that those numbers don’t include microseeps of geologic methane, which could mean geologic sources roughly equal the organic sources. When the glaciers retreat or the permafrost thaws it creates conduits for deeper gas to make its way up through the Earth. And those conduits could become more widespread if worldwide temperatures continue to increase. In a warmer world, thawing permafrost and wastage of glaciers and ice sheets could lead to a significant transitional degassing of subcap methane. They have received over 612,000 communications on the Draft CCP/EIS during the public comment period, which ran from August 15 to November 15, 2011. Every communication received was read and reviewed, and each was evaluated to determine if it addressed specific elements of the Draft CCP/EIS. A total of 1,303 comments were considered to be substantive, and they will require a written response from the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (Service). These comments are included in the comment analysis, sorted by comment topic. Commenter's names and associations are identified if known, unless the commenter specifically requested confidentiality. The comment analysis also includes four appendices that contain examples of full communications on the Draft CCP/EIS. Appendix A contains a single copy of each of the form letters we received; Appendix B has communications from governments, agencies, and tribes; Appendix C has communications from non-government organizations; and Appendix D has sample communications from individuals and groups.
