The draft permits authorize air emissions from Shell oil and gas exploration drilling operations in the Beaufort Sea and ConocoPhillips oil and gas exploration drilling operations in the Chukchi Sea. Shell plans to operate the Kulluk drill rig and support fleet for exploration drilling beginning in 2012 on the Beaufort Sea OCS. ConocoPhillips plans to operate a jackup drill rig and support fleet for exploration drilling beginning in 2013 on the Chukchi Sea OCS. Shell and ConocoPhillips each requested in their Title V air permit applications that the permits contain federally enforceable restrictions to limit their emissions of regulated air pollutants to avoid the need for Prevention of Significant Deterioration program air permits. In addition, for Shell Kulluk operations within 25 miles of the Alaska seaward boundary, which are subject to Alaska corresponding onshore area requirements, Shell requested that the minor source air permit required under 18 Alaska Administrative Code 50.502 also be incorporated into its Title V permit. Title V permits are valid for five years but may be renewed. The Shell Kulluk draft air permit is based on the Coupled Ocean Atmosphere Response Experiment Meteorological Modeling Algorithm and the Plume Volume Molar Ratio Method Nitrogen Dioxide Modeling Algorithm to predict air pollutant concentrations. These models have not been approved by EPA for general use, but ftlinehave been approved under EPA guidelines case by case alternative modeling provisions. EPA Region 10 requests public comment on the suitability of these models for the Shell Kulluk permit. The ConocoPhillips draft air permit uses an EPA Guideline model. EPA air permits do not provide authorization to drill, they authorize air pollutant emissions, when and if drilling commences. The Bureau of Ocean Energy Management Regulation and Enforcement is the federal agency that provides authorization to drill. The North Pacific Fishery Management Council recommended the rule to establish a clear allocation between the commercial and charter sectors that fish in these areas. Currently, the commercial and charter halibut fisheries are managed under different programs. The commercial halibut fishery has been managed under a catch limit program since 1995. The charter halibut sector has been managed under a different harvest guideline since 2003, which gives charter fishermen a number of fish they can catch per guided angler per day, but does not ensure the overall catch stays within a definitive catch limit. The proposed catch sharing plan, which is scheduled to be in place by 2012, is designed to foster a sustainable fishery by preventing overharvesting of halibut and would introduce provisions that provide flexibility for charter and commercial fishermen. Under this draft rule  The total commercial and charter catch limit for each management area would be allocated between the commercial and charter sectors. Allocations to the charter and commercial sectors would vary with changes in the number of halibut available for harvest as determined by the best available science. The catch sharing plan would authorize transfers of commercial halibut individual fishing quota to charter halibut permit holders for harvest by anglers in the charter halibut fishery. Shell and ConocoPhillips have proposed exploration drilling operations that would emit more than 100 tons of air pollutants a year and therefore, must have federal Clean Air Act Title V Permits. Both operations would emit less than 250 tons per year and therefore, do not need Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) permits. These permits limit air pollution from the drill rigs and supporting fleet of vessels and will ensure the operations meet national ambient air quality standards. Shell plans to begin exploration drilling with the vessel Kulluk in the Beaufort Sea beginning in the 2012 drilling season. ConocoPhillips plans to begin exploration drilling in the Chukchi Sea beginning in 2013. Under its proposed Title V permit, Shell can operate only one vessel in the Beaufort Sea in any drilling season – either the Kulluk or the Discoverer, not both. The Discoverer and its support fleet are the subject of a separate EPA draft air quality permit currently undergoing public review and comment. This plan supersedes the majority of the 1985 Susitna Area Plan. A public review draft (PRD) of the SMAP was distributed for a three and a half month period which ended June 4, 2010.  A total of 55 individuals and organizations submitted comments.  DNR reviewed these comments at length and, based on this review, has revised portions of the PRD.  These changes included increased buffers on some major streams; added measures to preserve public access; and boundary changes to a settlement unit around Swan Lake and an agricultural unit on the lower Yentna River. Over half of the 9 million acres of state land has been classified for wildlife habitat; about 900,000 for mineral or coal; about 700,000 for settlement; another 700,000 for forest; and the remainder for a variety of land uses including public recreation, agriculture and water resource.  The draft plan contains six alternatives for long-term management, ranging from the continuation of current practices to the designation of three geographic areas (including the Arctic Refuge coastal plain) for potential inclusion within the National Wilderness Preservation System, and the potential designation of four additional Wild and Scenic Rivers on the refuge.  The draft plan does not identify a preferred alternative among the six presented today; all of the options remain under active consideration and

the Service is conducting a series of public meetings and reviewing public comments before finalizing the plan, which will ultimately identify a preferred alternative. In conducting a wilderness review for each geographic area under consideration, the Service evaluated whether a recommendation to designate wilderness would assist in achieving the purposes for which the refuge was established, and to determine the suitability for inclusion into the National Wilderness Preservation System. As part of the analysis, the Service assessed the areas ecological, recreational, cultural, and symbolic values; their wildlife, water, vegetation, mineral, and soil resources; and their public uses and refuge management activities. The Service also addressed whether the refuge could effectively manage each area to preserve its wilderness character meaning the benefits and impacts of managing each area as wilderness were compared to the benefits and impacts of managing the area under an alternate set of goals, objectives, and strategies not involving a wilderness designation.
