If the person you are requesting a letter from feels strongly about emailing their letter separately, we will accept them by the same April 23rd deadline. Please ensure when you email your application packet you indicate who will be emailing the letter. Please ask the letter writer to include "Internship Reference – applicant name" in the subject line.
